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Talk Summary:

There were 3 crucial steps to the Israelites crossing the Jordan successfully.

o They first had to CONSECRATE: Joshua 3:1-5. They had to separate from themselves anything that
made them unclean, so that they could see God move. Today, we’ve been made clean by Jesus, but
we’re still called to live as living sacrifices (Romans 12:1), to make daily choices to honour God and
draw our hearts closer to Him. What steps do we need to take to consecrate ourselves?

e Secondly, they had to COMMENCE: Joshua 3:14-17. The Levites (priests) had to take the first step of
faith into the river before the waters receded. They had to believe that God would make a way, and
take a step even before it seemed that God was doing anything. Likewise, we often need to take the
first step of obedience in order to see God move. He wants us to learn to rely on Him. Where is God
inviting us to step out?

e Thirdly, they needed to COMMEMORATE: Joshua 4:1-7. Once they had seen God move, they created a
monument so that they would remember what God had done, and be able to teach future generations
of His miraculous power. This act educated them, and also built faith that they had seen God move,
and therefore could believe that He’d move again in future. As we remember what God has done, we
see the same: our faith is built, those around us learn, and those who don’t know Jesus. How could we
practically commemorate what God has done?

Worship
Worship is not just singing, it is thanking God for who he is and what he has done and is lived out through a
life of trusting obedience. Discussing this together is an act of worship.
